Started to notice some trends



*Trends*

General findings from our project:

Most institutions focused on behavior, attitudes but not grounded 
in learning

Primarily focused on one thread ïEnvironment

Sustainability not focused on learning but on action unless in a 
specific class

No campus-wide efforts on learning (just on behavior)

Sometimes lack of understanding of what sustainability is on a 
campus-wide scale (i.e. go and do without faculty/staff development)
